Where more than one area is shown next to a number (for
example, 94b lists East Irvington Nature Preserve and Halsey Pond), all areas listed must be hiked to qualify. Where
alternates are listed, you can select whichever alternate you prefer and receive credit for that hike.

Keep a record of the date and place of each of your hikes. Send us the list when you complete a total of 50 hikes,
and you'’ll receive a certificate for your efforts; complete all 100 and you’ll get a patch to proudly display on your
pack.
